· The Active People survey was commissioned by Sport England from Ipsos Mori. It is the largest single study of sport and active recreation ever undertaken in Europe and provides more detail on sports participation than any previous research.

· The Active People survey targeted the English population aged 16 years and over – it did not have an upper age limit.

Active People Survey 1 (APS1)
APS1 started interviewing on 15th October 2005 and was completed on 14th October 2006. 1,000 people in the Borough were surveyed

Active People Survey 2 (APS2)
APS 2 started interviewing on the 15th October 2007 and was completed on 14th 

October 2008. 500 people in the Borough were surveyed
Active People Survey 3 (APS3)
APS 3 started on 15 October 2008 and will run for 12 months until 14 October 2009. 500 people in the Borough will be surveyed.
