Signal films offer a wide range of initiatives including training courses, mentored residencies, production schemes, masterclasses and networking events, as well as running innovative outreach community and education projects across the Cumbrian region.  
Much or our work is focused on youth activities, in the last year we have led many youth projects, including: 
Mediabox Young People’s Training Project

40 Furness young people trained over 6 months in media production skills such as photography, web design, image manipulation and filmmaking specialisms.
Engaged 30 'hard to reach' young people (NEET, offenders, truants).
Work showcased for families and community at Forum 28 (over 120 attendees).
Double Bill Filmmaking Project

37 young people aged 13-19 from the Furness area trained in digital filmmaking skills, including 22 ‘hard to reach’ young people.
Walney School Film & Media workshops

Engaged over 60 pupils during two full days as part of the school’s enterprise week through film and media taster workshops led by industry professionals from around the UK.
Youth RE:Action Team Project

A filmmaking project with young people from the Youth RE:Action Team in Barrow-in-Furness. The documentary film produced is to inform young people about the regeneration of Barrow-in-Furness.
Barrow’s Academy School Project

Working with pupils from the affected schools providing training in filmmaking to produce a documentary on the progress and effects of the new Academy that is expected to replace 3 Barrow schools.
