January 2011 Update

Within the Strategy there are 9 Strategic Aims, 53 Objectives and 68 Key Performance Indicators.

This update highlights the key successes and issues in Year 5, (April 2009 – March 2010):

Strategic Aim 1 - To increase levels of participation in sport and physical activity within the Borough, especially amongst young people

· All Furness Schools Sports Partnership primary schools now deliver 2 hours of high quality Sport and PE within the curriculum.
· The overall inter-school competition figure for the FSSP has increased from 48% to 58%.
· BBSC are partners of the Leadership Academy by contributing £1,500 to help establish the Academy and agreed £1k per year. 
· BBSC are also partners with Furness Academy Summer School, Sports Hub, Kick It Out and Furness Player Performance Centre.
· 8 holiday sports weeks have been delivered with a total of 1814 attendances.
· 6 Sports Clubs have been assisted in developing their junior sections/opportunities:

· Hawcoat Park Junior Rugby Union - £1,800 awarded for 2 new kits for 2 new teams
· Askam ARLFC Mini-Rugby - £7.50 awarded to enable 3 coaches to attend Child Protection course
· South Walney Junior Football Team - £970 awarded to establish a new under 16 team

· Hawcoat Park Junior Football Club - £135 awarded to allow 2 people to attend an FA Level 1 course
· Askam ARLFC Mini Rugby - £740 awarded to allow 12 people to attend a first aid and level 1 course
· Barrow Island Junior Football Club - £337.50 awarded to allow 5 people to attend an FA Level 1 course

Strategic Aim 2 - To widen access and reduce inequality in participation amongst priority groups

Please note: very small sample sizes and therefore the data can be deemed unreliable. APS4 results not known yet.
· Park Leisure Centre has created a new soft play and sensory centre. Supported Walney Central ARLFC to improve their disabled access. Assisted Spring Mount to enable their premises to become more accessible.
· As a non traditional physical activity/sport, a skateboarding project, Project Skate was delivered by SubUrban. It engaged with skaters in Barrow Park and brought arts and sport together.
Strategic Aim 3 - To work in partnership to increase opportunities for people to take part in sport and physical activity as part of a healthy lifestyle, particularly targeting groups and areas in most need
· Continued promotion of 5ive and 5ive by use of display stand at various venues and events.
· Promotion of lunch time walks through website and weekly email.
· Unique Visitors to BBSC’s website: 2005 = 2,481; 2006 = 2,476; 2007 = 1,863; 2008 = 5,903; 2009 = 13,548; 2010 = 17,537; 2011 (as at 20.1.11) = 749
Strategic Aim 4 - To develop and improve local facilities and ensure they are ‘Fit for Purpose’

All the same details as previous updates could have been written here, however, this Strategic Aim, with regard to facilities, is the most challenging of all the Aims of the Strategy, and will probably be the case for the new Strategy. BBSC needs to try to influence and advocate for increased and better facilities within the Borough. The main issues are: new athletics track, new full size all weather pitch, upgrading of the both grounds at Barrow AFC and Barrow Rugby, replacement of Barrow and District Table Tennis Centre, and upgrading of playing pitches.
· Working with England Athletics to develop their new facility strategy, ensuring Barrow is identified within it.
· Park Leisure Centre has created a new soft play and sensory centre. This will be accessible to young people with no height restrictions.  Supported Walney Central ARLFC to get grant to improve disabled access through CCC.
· Support has been given to the Football and Rugby clubs community initiatives.
· The new sports facilities at Furness College will include a 3/4 Astroturf pitch and also a Gym facility i.e. Cardio equipment, but no sportshall. The date for completion is approx. Dec 2012.
· Soccer Centre at the PLC - Construction will begin in May 2011. To be completed by December 2011.
Strategic Aim 5 - To create pathways for excellence in performance
· Hoops have been continually supported in trying to link them with international basketball teams, to come and use Hoops as an official 2012 Olympic Training Camp. Support is being given to the Table Tennis Centre, to ensure their facility is safeguarded or replaced.
· The annual Sports Awards were held on Friday 20th November 2009. Over 200 people attended.
· Performance of the Month (sponsored by Furness Heating Components Ltd.). There have been 8 winners so far this year: Dowdales School Year 7 Rugby League Team; Barrow AFC; Chetwynde Primary Swimming Team; St Columba’s School Netball Team; Furness Crciket Club; Liam Conroy (boxing); Brett McDermott (rugby league); Duddon Youth Wild Water Racing Team; 
· 5 individuals have been assisted to aspire to their full potential, by performing on a national stage – Carl McBaine and Sam Jones (rugby league); Scott Crawford (table tennis); Paul Dean and Steve Perry (rugby league)
· In July, support was given to Furness Golf Club to enable them to host the English Golf Union Northern Boys Championships.
· Support was given to InsideOut Activities to establish a Furness Player performance Centre.
Strategic Aim 6 - To contribute to the wider social cohesion and regeneration agenda
· 4 Holiday Sports Programmes (Easter, Whit, Summer and Oct ‘10) have been used as diversionary activities for young people.
· In July, support was given to Furness Golf Club to enable them to host the English Golf Union Northern Boys Championships.
· BBSC are in partnership with Street Soccer to contribute to the reduction in anti-social behaviour, etc.

· Employment of a Football Apprentice and a Dance Instructor
Strategic Aim 7 - To improve education, skills and life long learning
· 6 coaching courses/workshops have been delivered: Coaching Children & Young People x 2; Safeguarding & Protecting Children x 2; Multi Skills; First Aid;
· 7 NGB courses have been delivered: 1 NRA Rounder Umpires course (April 10); 1 Rugby League Level 1 course (May 10); 1 Rugby League Level 2 course (July 10); 2 FA Level 1 course (Sept and Nov ‘10); 1 Basketball Level 2 course (May 10); 1 ITC Level 2 Kitesurfers course (May 10)
· 12 (Askam ARLFC; Lakes Leisure; Roose Pioneers ARLFC; Glaxo Hockey Club; Duddon Canoe Club; Dalton ARLFC ; Barrow AFC; Crooklands Casuals FC; Walney Island FC; Hoops BB Centre; Barrow and District Rugby League Society and Lancashire FA) community organisations engaged onto the Step Into Sport programme
· 63 coaches have achieved their Level 1 – 25 Rugby League coaches qualified; 38 Football coaches; 
· 20 coaches have achieved their Level 2 or above - 12 Rugby League coaches qualified; 5 Basketball coaches; 1 Golf coach; 2 Kitesurfing coaches; 1 Swimming Level 3 coach;
· 73 volunteers have been supported to attend coach education courses
· Recruit into Coaching scheme – 11 volunteers have been engaged onto the School programme. 29 volunteers have been engaged onto the Community programme. However, because of budget cuts, the Community RiC finished in April ‘10.
· 35 new Furness College students have enrolled on a full time sports programme. 18 existing students.
· The following numbers of students have enrolled at 6th Form College: 42 AS PE students; 29 A2 PE students; 36 CSLA students; 8 HSLA students. Please note - some of these students may be on more than one course.
Strategic Aim 8 - To support and develop local sports clubs and leagues
· Clubmark - 17 so far.  21 working towards.
· 17 clubs have been supported in developing their policies and procedures and also in accessing funding.
· BBSC send out weekly electronic information bulletins. There are presently 1189 people/organisations on this distribution list.
Strategic Aim 9 - To enhance the sporting infrastructure
· Barrow Sports Development Team have met 5 times this year to: i) Monitor implementation of Sport and Physical Activity Strategy; ii) Monitor implementation of BBSC decisions and agree agendas; and, iii) Share information and agree joint working.

· Cumbria Sport Partnership – 2 partnership initiatives have been supported, Sports Unlimited project and SchoOLYMPICS.
· Cumbria Sport Partnership – the Barrow SDO has attended 2 Cumbria SDO Forums this year. Please note – CSP have now changed their name to Active Cumbria.
