Criteria for Grants to Organisations

1. The Barrow Sports Council awards grants which support the aims of the Barrow Sports Strategy 2006-2011.  Priority will be given to projects which help to:

Increase levels of participation in sport – particularly young people

Increase and improve the use of sporting facilities

Increase opportunities for people to take part in sport, regardless of age, sex, ability, ethnic origin or disability

Increase opportunities to improve skills and performance

2.
Applicants must have a Sports Development Plan, showing how the grant would help to meet one of the above aims.

3. Grants will not be awarded for expenses which have already been incurred.

4. Barrow Sports Council has only a limited amount of grant aid.  Prior to making an application, you are advised to contact a member of the Sports Development Team to discuss other potential sources of funding.  The Sports Council welcomes opportunities to award grants which draw in additional funds from outside the Borough.

5. Grants will only be awarded for routine maintenance/running costs in special circumstances.  In general, applicants must show a lasting community benefit for projects requiring grant aid.

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General Conditions for the Offer of Financial Assistance

1. Grants or any part of the grant must be only spent on the purpose for which it was given.  If for any reason there is a need to vary the way in which the grant is to be spent, written permission to do so must be obtained.

2. When a commitment is made to offer assistance on a £ for £ basis, you should produce financial documentation to show how the funds have been raised.

3. You must ensure that you fulfil your statutory obligations and comply with licensing laws and other regulations.

4. Sports Council support should be acknowledged on all printed publicity and information given to the press and media with regard to the funded project.

5. You should avoid any form of discriminatory practice and pay regard to promoting equal opportunities practice in all areas of your work.

6. Where a grant is not to be claimed within 12 months from the date it was offered, notification of this should be given in writing to the Sports Council, otherwise the grant offer will lapse.

7. You will be asked to submit a standard project completion report.

8. In the case of a guarantee against loss, final audited accounts should be submitted within three months of the event taking place before payment can be made.

9. Access should be given to any relevant records and information as required by any designated officers of the Sport Council.
