Constitution of the Barrow Borough Sports Council

1 Name

The name of the group shall be the Barrow Borough Sports Council (hereinafter referred to as ‘Barrow Sports Council’). 

2
Aims

The aims of the Barrow Sports Council are 

To promote increased active involvement in sport and physical activity by all sections in the community and to promote excellence in sport throughout the Borough

To assist in the development of and implementation of a sports strategy for the Borough

To act as the Sport and Physical Activity Alliance for the Borough
To bring together appropriate public bodies and other agencies to ensure that sport and physical activity play an integral role in promoting public health, social inclusion and social and economic regeneration

Membership

Membership of the Barrow Sports Council will consist of the following;

Representatives of local amateur sports clubs or leagues and other organisations committed to supporting the aims of the Sports Council who shall be elected at the Annual General Meeting

The Sports Council reserves the right to co-opt representatives of additional organisations, agencies or projects as appropriate up to a maximum of 4.  The Annual General Meeting or a Special General Meeting will have the right to add co-opted members as full voting members.   

4
Management

The Sports Council will elect a Chairperson and Vice Chair at the AGM.  

Cumbria County Council’s Community Unit will provide administrative support and manage the finances of the Sports Council.

The Sports Council may from time to time establish sub-committees to deal with specific issues.  

5
Finances
a
The Sports Council will establish a bank account in the name of the organisation.  Funds will only be used to further the aims of the Sports Council. 

A financial report will be given at every meeting.

b
In the event of the Sports Council being delegated funds from Local Authorities or other agencies to award grants, these grants will be subject to terms and conditions acceptable to the Local Authorities or other agencies.  Regular reports will be given to the relevant Local Authorities or agencies.  

6
Powers

The Sports Council will have the power to lease, purchase or rent property or equipment, employ staff and award grants or carry out such other legal activity as is necessary to further the aims of the Sports Council. 

7
Voting

All votes shall be agreed by a simple majority vote unless otherwise stated.  In the event of a tie, the Chair of the meeting will have a casting vote.

8
Annual General Meeting

The Annual General Meeting will be held in November each year.  The meeting will be open to representatives of bodies identified in Clause 3 and all sports clubs or leagues operating within the Borough of Barrow in Furness and other organisations committed to supporting the aims of the Sports Council.  
The AGM will be advertised as widely as reasonably practical.  Existing Sports Council members will be given at least 28 days notice in writing.

Annual report

Annual financial report

Confirmation of nominated members 

Proposed new member organisations

Election of representatives of clubs, leagues and other organisations – one vote per club, league or organisation. 
Election of Chair and Vice Chair

9
Special Meeting

A Special Meeting may be called at any time by the Sports Council.  A Special Meeting will be called upon receipt of a written request from no less than 10 local organisations clearly stating the business to be discussed.

The Special Meeting will be advertised as widely as reasonably practical.  Existing Sports Council members will be given at least 28 days notice in writing.  

10
Amendment to constitution

This constitution will be amended only at an AGM or Special Meeting called for that purpose.  Any amendment will require the support of at least two thirds of those present and eligible to vote. 
11
Dissolution

The Sports Council can only be dissolved at an AGM or Special Meeting called for that purpose.  Dissolution will require the support of at least two thirds of those present and eligible to vote.

Any assets remaining after satisfaction of all debts and liabilities shall be transferred to an appropriate local organisation or organisations who will use the funds to further the aims of the Sports Council.

This Constitution was agreed at the first Annual General Meeting held at Forum 28 on 7th December 2000 and subsequently amended at the Annual General Meetings held on 4th November 2002, 23rd November 2006, 27th November 2008 and 26th November 2009.
