	Core Work:

YISP is a pilot project funded until March 2010-to work preventatively and in partnership with other agencies to support young people aged 8-17yrs and their families in order to reduce the number of children and young people entering the criminal justice system. Monthly panels are held to discuss each referral into the YISP and allocated according to other agencies based on the needs of the young person’s action plan.
YISP workers also offer direct 1:1 work and group work tailored to the specific needs of the group or individual e.g. anger management, effective communication skills, self-esteem etc

YISP covers the Barrow and South Lakes area.


	Updates:

YISP is currently looking at continuation funding and has finalised its three year proposal.


	Resources Available/Needed:

CADAS has two good sized conference rooms, though currently not accessible to those who require use of lift.


	Partnership Working:

YISP adopts a multi-agency approach by holding a monthly panel comprised of various agencies and organisation who offer support to children, young people and families (e.g. DASH, Connexions, NACRO, Police, FIP, Action For Children etc)
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
